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Practical information

Conference venues

The conference will be held in the central area of the Lower Podium (LP) level, which is the lowest level of the campus and two flights of steps below the open Central Plaza area.  
Plenary sessions will be held in D1-LP-03 with a capacity of 200 people. Other sessions will be held in Rooms D1-LP-06/08/09/10. They are also lecture theaters opposite to the main conference room. 
Members of the conference organizing team will be available at the Registration desk and in the conference rooms. They will be wearing red name tags. Keynote speakers will be wearing yellow name tags. 
Presentation facilities

All conference rooms are equipped with PCs connected to the Internet and DVD/CD players with projection facilities. We recommend that presenters store any files that they need to use for presentation on a USB drive and copy them to the PC before their session. If you need to connect your own laptops, please also bring along the cables. 
There will be no chairpersons for paper presentations and presenters are asked to introduce themselves briefly at the start of their sessions. There will be a member of the conference team in each session to keep time and presenters are asked to stay within the time limits. However, we will have one of us coming into the room to help you manage the time for presentation. Each of you will be given no more than 20 minutes to present and 5 minutes for Q&A. 
Computer facilities

There will be a computer connected to the internet for participants’ personal use in Room D2-LP-02. There is also a free wireless network on campus, e.g. coffee corner and library. 
Food

Your registration fee includes the cost of five tea breaks and three lunches during the conference.

Tea breaks will be held right outside the main conference room.

A Chinese set lunch will be provided. The location of the lunch will be in E-block at the east end of the campus. (This is marked as ‘Amenities and Sports Complex’ on the map on p.59). The restaurant is approximately 5 minutes walk from the conference rooms and we advise participants to leave 10 minutes for a leisurely stroll back to the afternoon plenary sessions.

There are no scheduled evening events during the conference. We advise participants who would like to make informal arrangements to dine with other participants to meet outside the entrance to Sha Tin MTR station in Newtown Plaza shopping mall. There are numerous restaurants on the 7th floor of the mall.

Transport

For participants who are staying at the Regal Riverside and Royal Park Hotels in Sha Tin there will be a free shuttle bus service to the conference venue.

Participants who are staying elsewhere will need to use public transport to reach the campus. The following directions are from Kowloon Tong East MTR station, which is easily accessible by MTR from all areas in Hong Kong. Take the MTR East line to Tai Po Market station. Take the KMB bus No. 275 from the bus terminal adjacent to Tai Po Market station, which terminates at the HKIEd campus entrance. The journey time is approx. 55-70 minutes. This can be reduced considerably by taking a taxi from Tai Po Market station to the campus. Participants who need to travel from the conference hotels by public transport should follow the same directions from Sha Tin MTR station.
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
