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Aims of the Study:

· To look for environmental and cultural issues through young people’s drawings in different countries of the world. 
· To study the uniqueness and the global aspects of different teen age cultures through young people’s drawings in different countries of the world.
Importance of the Study

1.1. The language of art as a source for knowing the artist’s perspectives about the word– as it is manifested in the history of art. 

1.2. The language of art as a source for knowing the children’s interests and perspectives about the world – as it is manifested in the children’s paintings.  

Research questions: 

To develop our study in order to develop the following research questions: 

General Question:

‘What are the interests and perspectives about the world reflected in the drawings of youth? 
A. What themes are present in young people’s artworks? 

C. What are the cultural influences revealed in young people’s artworks?

D. What kind of cross-cultural concepts and ideas are displayed by young people’s artworks?

E. What kind of local concepts and ideas are displayed by young people’s artworks?

Type of research:

The research is qualitative. According to Creswell (1998)
 qualitative inquiry represents a legitimate mode of social and human science exploration. He defined it as:

…qualitative research is an inquiry process of understanding based on distinct methodological traditions of inquiry that explore a social or human problem. The researcher builds a complex, holistic picture, analyses words, reports detailed views of informants, and conducts the study in a natural setting (p.15).

The research team comprises two coordinators: Dr. Rachel Kroupp and Dr Teresa Eça and a set of national researchers, at least one per country.  The team works together in every step of the study. The draft of the research design was proposed by the main coordinators and discussed in group until its final version, the application of the instruments was/ will be conducted by each national researcher choosing the sample of his/her convenience in his/her country to apply the instruments for gathering the data. The main researchers proposed the theme, scope, and method of research. The project has been/ constantly debated and updated by the team of researchers through meetings and email. 

The national researchers will make individual reports analyzing the data collected in his/her country.  The coordinators will work with samples of data, and the researchers’ reports for the comparison between countries.  The global report will be discussed with the group and will be published only with the approval of all the researchers.

Internal Evaluation:

The research will be an ongoing process being discussed, revised and adapted during meetings and or email . 

External evaluation

The feedback of audiences during the public presentations of the project at national and international art education conferences will be a very important tool to evaluate our project during his lifetime. Furthermore experts on visual culture will be asked to give their opinions about the work in progress.
