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The appointee will participate in various research projects related to system integration including
wireless hardware and software development and development of a platform-independent software
framework. Major duties include (i) to plan, supervise, coordinate, and execute the various
professional activities and projects; (ii) to prepare reports and proposals; (iii) to provide
administrative support to the research team; (iv) to work with relevant departments and teams for the
research projects which include system integration, loT applications and microwave engineering; (V)
to support enhancement of the work of the research team and (vi) to perform any other duties as
assigned by supervisor. There will be opportunities for manuscript writing and publication in
international journals.
