Successful applicants will join the teams of highly qualified educators in the delivery of a wide range 

of learning and teaching activities. Responsibilities mainly include (i) conducting various teaching 

activities (e.g. tutorials/laboratory sessions, in-class case discussions, providing support to 

fieldworks/trips, practicum, workshops, on-site technical support to lectures where necessary, etc.); 

(ii) assisting in the preparation of course materials and administration; (iii) to provide supervisory 

and pastoral support to students; (iv) to invigilate examination and mark assignments; and (v) to 

provide support to events. 

 

Applicants should have a Bachelor’s degree, preferably a Master’s degree, in Information 

Technology, Mathematics, Mathematics Education, or other related disciplines, with some 

experience in providing teaching support. They should have an excellent command of both written 

English and Chinese; proficiency in spoken English and Putonghua is preferred. They should also be 

self-motivated, well-organized, have good interpersonal and communication skills, be able to work 

independently and collectively as a good team member, and have the ability to work under pressure. 

Those with experience in providing teaching support in tertiary institutions will have an advantage.
