The Master of Arts in Teaching English to Speakers of Other Languages 
(MATESOL) at The Education University of Hong Kong aims to equip students with 
the subject knowledge expected of English language teachers in Hong Kong and 
internationally. For students who are interested in acquiring teaching 
qualification in Hong Kong, they are recommended to take relevant teaching 
qualification programme (e.g. PGDE) in conjunction with MATESOL.

Programme Recognitions

The MATESOL programme is recognised by The Standing Committee on 
Language Education and Research (SCOLAR) as English language major degree 
programme; it is also included in the list of “Programmes Accepted for Grants 
under the Professional Development Incentive Grant Scheme for Language 
Teachers”.

MATESOL graduates will be eligible to apply for full exemption from the
Language Proficiency Assessment for Teachers of English (LPATE), if they have 
already obtained ‘relevant teacher training’.

Programme Structure
The MATESOL programme is offered in a one-year full-time mode. MATESOL has four 
degree strands* and each strand has its focus and specialty. All degree strands carry 24 
credit points.

Entrance Requirements
Applicants should hold a recognised Bachelor's degree and preferably meet at least 
one of the following requirements:

◆ a recognised language teaching qualification; or
◆ working experience in TESOL.

Holders of a Bachelor's degree in disciplines other than English may also be considered.

Candidates without a teaching qualification should be aware that MATESOL is an 
advanced academic qualification that is most valuable in conjunction with a 
Postgraduate Diploma in Education (English) (PGDE or equivalent) qualification. 
Shortlisted applicants may be required to attend an interview.

Applicants whose entrance qualification is obtained from an institution in a non-English 
speaking system should normally fulfil one of the following minimum English 
proficiency requirements:

◆ IELTS 7.0 with subtest no lower than 6.5; or
◆ a TOEFL score of 100 (internet-based test); or
◆ other equivalent qualifications.

Tuition Fee
This programme is offered on a self-funded basis. The tuition fee for the whole 
programme is HK$123,600 in 2023/24, i.e. HK$15,450 per course (Dissertation is 
counted as 2 courses), which is provisional and subject to adjustment. Tuition fees paid 
are normally not refundable or transferable. Extension fees will be charged to students 
who have to extend their studies beyond the normal duration. 

*Not all MATESOL degree strands/courses will be offered every year.
